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Public Education: Making Learning Visible              In and Outside Classrooms and Schools 
What Happens When…?    What happens to learning when we add layers to public displays?
Public displays are a venue for communicating to students, families, colleagues and community members about the learning in our classrooms and our values as educators.

Displaying student work: Consider whether you will include a sample of work from each child, a selection of work, or even a single piece that best conveys something about the learning going on in your classroom
Adding a title: Choose a title that communicates about the learning you want to highlight and will capture people’s attention. (Note: the initial title may change as new understandings emerge through this process)
Adding a purpose for and a description of the assignment or activity: Provide a summary and any context people will need to understand the meaning behind your display
Adding teacher interpretation of work/learning: Include your own reflections and/or questions about what and how students are learning and next steps you are considering
Adding student’s images and words: Make more of the learning process visible through images and voices (comments, reflections, questions, dialogue) of the group at work
Adding an invitation for public comment and conversation: Provide a question, comment or some other prompt that elicits public response.
